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Dental Graduate Attributes 

The necessity of integrating and imbibing qualities into undergraduate curricula is becoming 
more and more apparent in higher professional education.

2. Simulation of clinical exercises:

3. Theoretical and clinical knowledge and its acumen: 

Evaluation: Using "end posting tests", students are evaluated for clinical expertise following 
each clinical posting. Every semester, a three-hour test is used to evaluate theoretical 
knowledge. 

4. Research skills: 

Under the guidance of their mentors and teachers, all undergraduate students are required to 
do original research. An indigenous research lab is used as a resource for infrastructure. 

5. Social responsibility:
